The Synod has displayed a spirituality of listening,

silence and contemplation know as ‘Conversations in the
Spirit’, a method that is being adopted in the Universal
Church: ‘A synodal spirituality flows from the action of
the Holy Spirit and requires listening to the Word of

\God, contemplation, silence and conversion of heart.”

The Synod emphasised that Baptism is the foundation
for all, and that all the Baptised are called to mission.

A key aspect of this missionary church is to
‘encourage more forms of lay ministries’ as ‘Mission

\_involves all the Baptised'. %,

Reaffirming lay ministries, the Synod continued saying

that new forms of ministry need to be developed ‘in
response to the pastoral needs of our time' and that
‘the lay faithful, both men and women, should be given

\_greater opportunities for participation’. )

——{ DISCERNMENT  }———

The Synod is advocating for the inclusion of the Synodal

method, Conversation in the Spirit, in the every day of
the church. This involves 6 stages of discernment from
setting out the goal, time of prayer, listening attentively,
and formulating a group consensus, that ‘should lead to

\@_mature acceptance by all of the decision’. ,

———{(NOTHING WITHOUT }———

The community of disciples is made up of a diverse

group of people with a deep history. The “nothing
without” logic is that the church is only possible with
the Bishop, advice, and the consent of the people. If one
of these things is missing, ‘the identity of the Church is

\obscwed, and its mission is hindered.’ 5,
