Liotuirgi aitiula

Ag tosu 12008, d’ainmnigh an Ard-Deoise 13 d’ar nAifrinn Domhnaigh mar ‘Aifrinn duiche’ ionas go mairfeadh
1ngach Déanacht, liottirge seachtainitil d’ard-chaighdean i nGaeilge, nasctha le ciram na nGaelscoileanna aititla.
Inniu baintear feidhm as an teanga go rialta i 13 eaglais, ach ar bhonn nios teoranta. Ar an meén, ceilitrtar 10
nAifreann gach Domhnach, le téacs iomlan na liotiirge 1 nGaeilge 1 6 chas, agus le seanmoir 1 nGaeilge coitianta
1 dtri ionad. T4 seo moran mar a bhi i 2022, ach sios go mor ar an geiram roimh na paindéime.

Faoi lathair, cuidionn an Coiste le solathar na geeilitraithe ag tri chinn de na hionaid seo. Mar thacaiocht bhreise,
6 Eandir 2023 amach, iocaimid sintiiis na gcuairteoiri sagart ag na hAifrinn i nDraighneén (Sord) agus Dun
Laoghaire, mar aon leis na sintitis ag Aifrinn Domhnaigh an Choiste féin i mBaile an tSaoir.

Liotuirgi bliantula

Ar Fhéile Padraig 2023, bhi Aifreann i nGaeilge n6 datheangach i 21 eaglais san Ard-Deoise, ar aon dul le 2022.
I dtuaisceart na Cathrach, ni raibh caoi Tréan na Casca n6 Aifreann na hOiche Nollag a athbhunu. Chuige sin
bheadh ga le réiteach fad-téarmach faoi sholathar ceiliuraithe, moide ionad seasta do na searmanais. I ndeisceart
na cathrach, ambh, tar éis athbhunu Aifreann na Gine 1 séipéal Ollscoile Belfield um Nollag 2022, bhi ar ar gcumas
Tréan na Casca & cheilitiradh ansin i 2023 don chéad uair 6 2019, le Iéitheoiri agus lucht eagraithe 6 thuaisceart
chomh maith le deisceart na cathrach pairteach. Agus ar Oiche Nollag 2023 san ionad céanna, thainig méada
suntasach ar an dtinreamh, le breis teaghlaigh 6ga 1 lathair, a bhuiochas d’thograiocht sna Gaelscoileanna aitidla.

Feadh na bliana, lean an Coiste ag uasdatu a liostai sagart le cumas Gaeilge, le suil le cabhair bhreise a thail, go
hairithe 6s na hOird, do na searmanais bliantula seo, agus do na hAifrinn Domhnaigh faoinar gctiram.

Craoltai

Mar thoradh ar phlé an Chathaoirligh le htidarais Raidio na Gaeltachta, aontaiodh go gcraolfai Aifrinn Domhnaigh
1 nGaeilge 6n Ard-Deoise go trathrialta aris 6 2024 amach, sé uair sa bhliain, mar ba nés roimh an bpaindéim. I
gcomhphairt leis na paroisti, ta eaglaisi roghnaithe anois ag an gCoiste do chraoltai na bliana 2024.

Gaelscoileanna agus na Sacraiminti
Ta anois 52 Gaelscoil san Ard-Deoise, le 12,754 dalta. Ta 67% diobh seo ag triall ar scoileanna 1 15 den 53
pairtnéireacht paréiste, na haiteanna leis an éileamh Gaelscolaiochta is airde, len ar an mean 570 dalta i ngach cas.

I rith na bliana, chinntigh ar gCathaoirleach go mbeadh ceiliuraithe ag Gaelscoileanna do Shacraimint an
Athmhuintearais, don Chéad Chomaoineach, do Shearmanas an tSolais agus do Shacraimint an Chdineartaithe.

12022, mar a tuairisciodh cheana, ghlac an Coiste freagracht as costais na liothirgi bliantula Gaeilge ag Séipéal
Ollscoile Belfield, a bhiodh faoi chiram Phobal an Aifrinn roimh an bpaindéim. Ar an ddigh céanna, thar na
blianta bhiodh Pobal an Aifiinn freagrach, i bpairt le Cumann Gaelach Eaglais na hEireann, as eagru seirbhisi
bliantula 1 nGaeilge d’aontacht na gCriostaithe. I mbliana, ghlac an Coiste leis an bhfreagracht sin, agus réitiodh



go gecludodh an Coiste ar sciar de chostais na gcomh-sheirbhisi seo.

Leanann Pobal an Aifrinn ag solathar cabhrach agus fograiochta don Choiste thrina ghréasan tacaiochta. T4 fail i
gconai ar a chartlann ceoil agus a chuid diseanna liottirge mar chabhair d’obair an Choiste.

Mi Eanair 2023, le feidhmeanach nua direach ceaptha ag Cumann Gaelach na hEaglaise, agus an Cumann gafa
freisin le comoradh N. Brid nios déanai sa mhi, cuireadh ar gcomh-sheirbhis d’ Aontacht na gCriostaithe in Ard-
Teampall Chriost ar fionrai don bhliain reatha.

Foilseachain agus fégraiocht

Priomh-thogra an Choiste i 2023 na foilsit A4 Thiarna Dean Trocaire, leabhran i nGaeilge d’oidi agus do
thuisimitheoiri ag ullmhu daltai Gaelscoile don Chéad Fhaoistin. Sheol an t-Ardeaspag O Fearail an leabhrén ar
10 Samhain 2023 in Ionad Paroiste N. Cronan, Baile Breacain, Sord.

Combh-shaothar ab ea an leabhran de chuid baill uile an choiste sna blianta 2016-17, le hionchur ar leith 6 bheirt
ata anois ar scor, an Canénach Padraig O Cochlain SP, agus an Brathair Dénall O hEaluithe CFC. Bhi tuiscint
ghairmitil acu seo ar an gcuraclam creidimh, ar obair an chombhairleora deoise, agus ar riachtanais na scoileanna.
Aithniodh go raibh gé le hdis bhreise den chineal seo. Bhi an téacs ullamh i1 2017, ach de bharr moille, agus ansin
de thoradh na paindéime, nior foilsiodh ¢ go dti anois.

A bhuiochas do dheontas fial 6n gComhairle um Oideachas Gaeltachta agus Gaelscolaiochta, bhi ar chumas an
Choiste coip den leabhran a bhronnadh ar ghach scoil Gaeltachta, agus ar ghach Gaelscoil in Eirinn (thuaidh agus
theas), modide coip breise do scoileanna leis an dara sruth, mar aon le heolas ar cha bhféadfai coipeanna breise a
cheannach, tri Veritas agus foinsi eile.

Committee business

During 2023 10 meetings were held, on 15 February, 14 March, 24 April, 22 May, 19 June, 15 September, 4 and
26 October, and 8 and 29 November, all at St. Brigid’s Parish Resource Centre, Killester. In the period, four
members retired, Dénall O Conaill (former executive of Foras Patrinachta na Scoileanna lan-Ghaeilge) and
Blathnaid O Bradaigh (Pobal an Aifrinn) at the end of 2022, and in the current year Sr. Mairéad Ni Bhuachalla
RSC and Aideen McBride. It is hoped to recruit new members during 2024.

Local liturgies

Starting in 2008, the Archdiocese nominated 13 of our Sunday Masses as ‘District Masses’ so that each deanery
would retain a high quality weekly liturgy in Irish, linked to the care of the local Gaelscoileanna.

Today the language is in regular use in 13 churches, but on a more limited basis. On average, 10 Masses are
celebrated each Sunday, with the entire liturgical text in Irish in 6 instances, and with Irish homilies usual in three
venues. This is similar to the position in 2022, but considerably less than the provision before the pandemic.

An Coiste currently currently helps with the supply of celebrants in three of these venues. As further support, from
January 2023 onwards, we pay visiting priests’ stipends at the Drynam (Swords) and Dun Laoghaire Masses, in
addition to the stipends at an Coiste’s own Sunday Masses in Ballinteer.



Annual Liturgies
On St Patrick’s Day 2023 there were Irish or bilingual Masses in 21 churches in the Archdiocese, as in 2022.

In the north of the city, it was not possible to re-establish the Easter Triduum or Mass on Christmas Eve. To do so
would require a long-term arrangement regarding the supply of celebrants as well as a stable venue for the
ceremonies. In the south of the city, however, after re-establishing Aifreann na Gine in Belfield University Chapel
at Christmas 2022, we were able to celebrate the Easter Triduum there in 2023 for the first time since 2019, with
readers and organisers from the north as well as the south of the city participating. And on Christmas Eve 2023 at
the same venue, there was a significant increase in attendance, with more young families present, thanks to
publicity in the local Gaelscoileanna.

During the year, an Coiste continued to update its lists of priests with Irish ability, in the hope of additional help,
especially from the religious orders, for these annual ceremonies, and for the Sunday Masses in our care.

Broadcasts

As aresult of the Chair’s discussions with the authorities in Raidio na Gaeltachta, it was agreed that Sunday Masses
in Irish would again be regularly broadcast from the Archdiocese from 2024 onwards, six times a year, as was
usual before the pandemic. Jointly with the parishes, An Coiste has now selected churches for the 2024 broadcasts.

Gaelscoileanna and the Sacraments

There are now 52 Gaelscoileanna in the Archdiocese, with 12,754 pupils. 67% of these attend schools in 15 of the
53 parish partnerships, the areas of highest Gaelscoil demand, with an average of 570 Gaelscoil pupils each.

During the year, our Chair ensured that Gaelscoileanna had celebrants for the Sacrament of Reconciliation, for
First Communion, for the Ceremony of Light, and for the Sacrament of Confirmation.

Cooperation: Pobal an Aifrinn, ecumenical activity

In 2022, as previously reported, An Coiste took responsibility for the costs of the annual liturgies at Belfield
University Chapel, which Pobal an Aifrinn had charge of prior to the pandemic. Similarly, Pobal an Aifrinn,
together with Cumann Gaelach na hEaglaise, the Irish Guild of the Church of Ireland, had been responsible for
many years for organising the annual services in Irish for Christian Unity. This year, An Coiste took this
responsibility, and it was agreed that An Coiste would cover our share of the costs of such jointly-run services.

Pobal an Aifrinn continues to provide help and publicity to An Coiste through its support network. The society’s
music archive and liturgical aids are always available to assist An Coiste’s work.

In January 2023, as a new executive had just been appointed by Cumann Gaelach na hEaglaise, and as an Cumann
was also engaged with a celebration of St. Brigid later that month, our joint service for Christian Unity in
Christchurch Cathedral was suspended for the current year.

Publications and publicity

An Coiste’s principal project this year was the publication of A Thiarna Déan Trocaire, a booklet in Irish for
teachers and parents preparing Gaelscoil pupils for First Reconciliation. Archbishop Farrell launched the booklet
on 10 November 2023, at St. Cronan’s Parish Centre, Brackenstown, Swords.

The booklet was the joint achievement of all An Coiste members in 2016-17, with special inputs from two
members now retired, Canon Padraig O Cochlain PP, and Br. Dénall O hEalaithe CFC. They had a professional
understanding of the religion curriculum, of the work of the diocesan adviser, and the needs of the schools. It was
recognised that an additional resource of this kind was needed. The text was ready in 2017, but due to delay, and
then as a result of the pandemic, it was not published until now.

Thanks to a generous subsidy from An Comhairle um Oideachas Gaeltachta agus Gaelscolaiochta, An Coiste
was able to donate a copy of the booklet to all Gaeltacht Schools, and to every Gaelscoil in Ireland (north and
south), and another copy to schools with a second stream, together with information on where further copies could
be purchased, through Veritas and other sources. 349 copies were distributed in this manner, 73 of them to
Gaelscoileanna in the Archdiocese of Dublin.

An Coiste continues to provide Mass readings, Prayers of the Faithful and sermon notes to those assisting at Irish
Masses, in the Archdiocese and elsewhere. During the year we also engaged in our usual publicity regarding
liturgies and other events, via the diocesan communications office, social media, and by email.
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
